Audition Guidelines 
 

Anyone entering grades 8-12 in the 
2008-2009 school year may audition.  
Annual tuition is $320.00 for the  
first student and $280 for siblings. 
Limited financial assistance is 
available. 
 

All applicants will be required to play 
an audition, which will include: 
 

1. Solo performance from the required 
OMEA high school list. If your solo 
is not on the list, it must be 
considered for approval.  
To be considered for 1st violin 
section, a solo from the OMEA ÒAÓ 
list (or equivalent) is necessary. 

2. Two (2) or three (3) octave scales 
up to 4 flats and 4 sharps 

3. Sight reading 
4. Percussionists will demonstrate: 

¥ the ability to perform on snare, 
timpani and mallet. 

¥ knowledge of all rudiments 
 

There will be auditions for the 
following positions: 
violins, violas, cellos, string bass, 
flutes, oboes, clarinets, bassoons, 
trumpets, French horns, trombones,
